Novice Division Guidelines

Novice Division participants need to decide at the beginning of the season which division they will ride in.  Horse and or rider can only compete in one division.

Novice Rider  is any aged rider  that has not loped in any class.

Novice Horse is any horse that has not loped in any class.

Once a novice horse or rider has competed in a loping class, they may not return to the novice division.

A rider that competes in a loping class may show a novice horse in the novice horse walk trot class.

The horse will be considered a novice until that horse has competed in a loping class. 

A horse that competes in a loping class may be shown by a novice rider in the novice rider walk/trot.  

If you are uncertain of what you or your horse qualifies as, please ask a MMOHSC representative.  
The MMOHSC is unable to police the horses/riders at other shows not sponsored by MMOHSC.  We trust that our competitors will act ethically when deciding whether or not they are a novice.  These classes were established for the beginner rider and the green horse.
